SCHEDULE

STATUTE NO. 1

     Section I

SELECTION AND APPOINTMENT OF CHIEF OFFICER

1. The chief officer shall be appointed by the governing authority after 

consideration of a report from a selection board specially appointed by the 

governing authority for the purpose.

2. The governing authority shall appoint a search board which shall provide the 

selection board with a list of suitably qualified candidates for its consideration.

3. The selection and search boards shall operate in such a manner as the governing 

authority may direct but shall otherwise regulate their own affairs.

4. The governing authority shall make regulations for the selection and 

appointment of the chief officer that shall ensure that suitable people of high 

quality from both within and outside the University are encouraged and 

facilitated in coming forward as candidates.
